The recovery rate of these sick dogs is very good.  The owners are also advised by the Vet to vaccinate 

puppies at a young age so that they build immunity to fight Canine Parvovirus, Distemper, etc.  

 

The Vet and team have also been performing Animal Birth Control Programme at the Shelter every week. 

Dr. Deo and the Vet Assistant Mr. Lil are taking care of ABC along with Mr. Lakpa, and Roshan who are 

there for shaving and preparing the dogs for ABC.  The street dogs that are caught by the team are spayed 

in this Programme and owners’ dogs are also called for spaying after an appointment. This helps the 

Shelter to raise donations from owners as well for spaying their dogs.

Many calls are also answered by the team in between for rescues, treatment, emergencies, etc.  The team 

has rescued some of the dogs this month for the purpose of ABC and a few others for treatment. The dogs 

that are caught for ABC are released soon post care so this way the kennel has space for new rescues that 

come in.  The new kennels in the Shelter runway are of great use when the KAS team has to manage space 

for them if required.

A dog that was rescued by a couple from Siliguri has fully recovered from TVT (Transmissible Venereal 

Tumour). The dog has been spayed by Dr. Deo and the rescuers are very happy to see her recover and 

have taken her back. The dog was brought to KAS in January by the couple. Since then the dog was 

admitted to the KAS kennel for treatment.

The KAS team – Dr Deo and the team are ready to conduct ABC camps in Siliguri organised by the 

Municipality Corporation. Dr. Deo performed ABC assisted by Mr Lil on fifty-six dogs in two days there. 

The Corporation has requested the Shelter Vet Dr Deo to conduct ABC camps every month there. The
