The monthly report from Darjeeling Animal Shelter

With over fifty-eight rescues of small animals and seventy-eight Animal Birth Control Programme on street
dogs and twenty-six Anti Rabies Vaccination besides two seventy-eight clinical cases, March has indeed
been a very busy month.

The Dogs Trust Worldwide (DTW) was on an official tour in Darjeeling for four days for the project
inspection of the Darjeeling Animal Shelter. DTW has been funding the ABC and ARV Programme of
Darjeeling Animal Shelter (DAS) and the project is ongoing.

The DTW members visited DAS on the 23rd of March and participated in a ‘dog survey programme ‘with
Dr Mihir . ABC and ARV camps were conducted in places such as - Badamtam Tea Estate and Lebong Valley
in presence of the DTW members. Spaying of ten dogs was done there along with ARV on 20 dogs.

The DTW members were impressed to see the work of DAS but have suggested a few changes in carrying
out the ABC programme.
