KALIMPONG ANIMAL SHELTER

INTRODUCTION

The Shelter’s operations in February were ongoing. Though February was a
short month, it passed in the blink of an eye, yet our work continued to help
many communities, people, and dogs alike. Through the treatment provided to
the animals and our ABC program targeting street dogs from urban areas, the
dogs benefitted greatly. Additionally, the team extended its support to Siliguri
for the Animal Birth Control Programme, where 63 dogs and 3 cats were
neutered. Alongside these efforts, the shelter's ongoing activities-rescue,
release, and ABC continued as planned.

RESCUE AND RECOVERY

Ensuring the well-being of our animals remains our top priority, and this month, we witnessed two remarkable
recoveries.

One of the most heartwarming stories was that of a young dog we rescued after he was involved in an accident and
diagnosed with hip dysplasia. Upon his arrival at the shelter, we immediately began providing him with the necessary
care and medication to help him regain his mobility. Although his recovery was not immediate, with time and
consistent treatment, he made significant progress. Today, he is happy and healthy, able to walk and play once
again.




>>> RESGUE STORY

Another inspiring story this month is that of a young abandoned puppy with rickets. Rescued by our team two
months ago, he was left to survive on his own before finding his way to the shelter. Upon his arrival, he adjusted well,
but soon after, he was struck by Parvovirus, which made his recovery even more challenging on top of his existing
condition.

Despite the odds, with hope, regular IV fluids, and essential veterinary care, he fought through and captured the
hearts of everyone at the shelter. Alongside his treatment for Parvovirus, he received medication to help him stand
and walk properly. His calcium supplements played a key role, and after a few weeks, we began noticing gradual
improvements in his forelegs. His balanced diet at the shelter also contributed to his energy and speedy recovery.
Today, he stands tall with his adorable little belly, and we’re hopeful that he’ll soon find a loving home where he will
be cherished and cared for a lifetime.




Medical Care: Our Veterinary team’s effort has been providing great help and a second chance to those
sick. Over all 339 cases were seen and treated this month including numerous consultations.

Adoptions:

Each month, we continue to rescue and receive surrendered puppies from towns and villages. With the new
puppy shed, it has become much better for the puppies to stay in their designated ward. Unfortunately, we
have also been witnessing a surge in parvo cases among the puppies, making adoption more difficult.
However, the healthy puppies—four in total-—and one kitten, who were kept separately, were fortunate to find
loving homes this month.




Outreach ABC Programme

On the 21st and 22nd of February, the KAS team conducted an ABC (Animal Birth Control) Programme in Siliguri.
The first day was in collaboration with the Siliguri Municipal Corporation, while the second day was with Animal
Helpline, Siliguri. For several years, the KAS team has been a key support to Siliguri, contributing to the welfare of
street animals. Additionally, this outreach helps raise small donations for the Shelter, which are vital for running such
programmes.

Meanwhile, the In-House ABC program continued at the Shelter.
